JUNE DAYS OUT
PUFFIN ISLAND £39pp adult / £35pp child (coach & tour)

DATE TO BE CONFIRMED
With a visit on route to the famous Ponderosa Cafe at the top of the Horseshoe Pass, arrive at Beaumaris 

for the 90 minute round trip boat cruise to see Puffi n Island, a world-renowned wildlife paradise. 

Whilst there are no guarantees of what will be seen on the day, this uninhabited and protected island 

(most famous for its Puffi ns), is home to a huge array of other wildlife, including seals, cormorants and 

dolphins.
